Dear EWSIS Parent/Guardian,

Your child will be taking the New York State English as a Second Language Achievement Test (NYSESLAT) this May.  The test is an annual state exam that tracks your child’s progress in learning English.  Based on the results, your child is placed in an English as a Second Language class appropriate to his or her language proficiency level.  Attached, please find more detailed information about the NYSESLAT provided by the NYCDOE.

The NYSESLAT assesses overall English language proficiency, and specifically tests the four language skills: reading, writing, speaking, listening.  Each skill will be tested separately starting the week of May 2 with the Speaking Test followed by the Listening Test on May 17, the Reading Test on May 18, and the Writing Test on May 19.

In early September, we will send you a letter with information about how your child’s English language proficiency and the corresponding ESL class.
